his appendix provides a reference for
Grant Wood'’s 1950s oil sketches of the

Towa landscape. Although all of Wood's
known works from the 19305 are included, i
is likelv that others will be located.

Between the mid-1920s and the early
19305, Wood made frequent sketching trips
to the countryside around Cedar Rapids and
Stone City. His good friend Marvin Cone
often accompanied him, as he had in the Lae
1910s. These excursions were more frequent
in 1932 and 1933, when the Stone City Art
Colony was emphasizing outdoor oil sketch-
ing. Wood placed a high value on these
sketches, since they were preparatory 1o con-
templated works., They also reflected the
actual nuances of the countryside, a quality
central to a regionalist philosophy. During
the 19305, as Wood becume busier and better
known, he no longer had the time for fre-
quent outdoor sketching excursions, Instead,
he concentrated on major exhibition pieces,
his book illustrations, and his lithographs.

Ofien, these oil sketches of the lowa coun-
tryside were not signed. This is not surpris-
ing, since Wood did not necessarily view
them as complete or highly finished works of
art. Instead, they remained in his studio to
assist contemplated works or were given 1o
acquaintances, It is known that a number of
these works were signed in late 1949 or early
1950 with Wood's name and the inscription
“sketch.” This was done at about the same
time —but by another hand —that his Self-
Fortrait, 1932 (Davenport Museum of Art)
was partially repainted in the shirt and fore-
ground area. In contrast, a number of spu-
rious works with Wood’s name have
appeared in recent years. Despite a signature
and sometimes a date, these examples show
no relationship 1o the artist’s work either in
stvle or in subject matter.
